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1. Alleys that tell the history

Construction of the Ginza Brick Street, Great Kanto
Earthquake and Tokyo Air Raid, and the period of post-war
rapid economic growth. The alleys created in the different
periods are flourishing with diversity today.

1-1. The alleys where the alley pattern of Edo is resurrected
(Ginza 1-chome, Ginza 5-chome)

1-2. Long I-shaped alleys created during the brick street period
(Ginza 3-chome, Ginza 4-chome, Ginza 7-chome)

1-3. An L-shaped alley created in the early Showa era (Ginza 4-chome)

1-4. A short I-shaped alley, born out of a vacant lot created
by the building evacuation after the war (Ginza 8-chome)

1-5. Alleys piercing through the buildings that were created after
the rapid growth period (Ginza 5-chome, Ginza 8-chome)
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2. Alleys with Inari shrines

Many Inari shrines exist on the rooftop of buildings nowadays.
However, four beloved Inari shrines are still to be found in back alleys.

2-1. Alley with Saiwai Inari shrine (Ginza 1-chome)
2-2. Alley with Hodo Inari shrine (Ginza 4-chome)
2-3. Alley with Azuma Inari shrine (Ginza 5-chome)
2-4. Alley with Toyoiwa Inari shrine (Ginza 7-chome)
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3.Recommended alleys

There are alleys with hidden stories that correspond to the history
of the neighborhood. Learning such stories can enrich the
experiences of the people who pass through these narrow alleys.

3-1. An alley with inviting red polka dots (Ginza 2-chome)
